ÂAir pollutants released from 
equipment used at mining sites.

ÂEmissions from the pit- i.e. fugitive 
dust.
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What pollutants do I have to 
report to the Air Division? 

ÂCriteria Pollutants- Carbon monoxide, 

nitrogen oxides, sulfur dioxide, PM10, PM 

2.5, total suspended particulates, ozone, 

volatile organic compounds, lead.

ÂNon-Criteria Pollutants - those that are 

deemed Hazardous Air Pollutants per 

Reg. 3. And other reportable pollutants

GUIDELINES:

Â a. Mining Activities - Visible emissions not to exceed 20%, no 

off-property transport of visible emissions.

Â b. Haul Roads - No off-property transport of visible emissions 

shall apply to on-site haul roads, the nuisance guidelines shall apply 

to off-site haul roads.

Â c. Haul Trucks - There shall be no off-property transport of 

visible emissions from haul trucks when operating on the property of 

the owner or operator.  There shall be no off-vehicle transport of 

visible emissions from the material in the haul trucks when operating 

off of the property of the owner or operator.
