GENERAL PERMIT CONDITIONS:

· The burn boss must have a copy of this permit on site.

· Undertake and document visual monitoring of smoke.

· Submit to APCD the following completed forms:

D, Notification of Ignition
2-48 hours before each day of expected ignition 

E, Daily Actual Activity
by 10:00 on the day after each expected ignition day

F, Annual Fire Activity
by March 1 of the following year, whether or not any burning occurs

· Also notify the Local Air Quality Contact.  For specifics, see Form D.
· Notify the public at least 24 hours but no more than 120 hours before planned ignition.  Include the name of a person who the public may contact regarding the burn.

· This permit is for burning only the unmilled forest fuel shown in the description of fuel above.  No milled or treated lumber may be burned.

· This permit expires at 24:00 on December 31 of the year for which it is issued.

· APCD may revise permit conditions at any time as circumstances warrant.

· Ignite the project only when all prescribed conditions indicated in this permit are met.  Including blacklining, in one day burn no more than the maximum daily acres.  

· For each day of ignition keep for 18 months a copy of the National Weather Service forecast used to establish compliance with the permit’s weather conditions.

· If unhealthful or excessive smoke impacts develop, implement smoke mitigation plan and contact APCD within 2 hours.  If the smoke mitigation plan is not sufficient to mitigate smoke impacts by sunset of the next day, additional smoke mitigation measures will be developed in collaboration with APCD.  If agreement on a collaborative plan cannot be reached or implemented, APCD may rescind this permit immediately.  

· This project has not been reviewed for road or other transportation safety.

· This permit is not valid during periods of publicly announced air pollution emergencies or alerts in the area of the proposed burn.  Burning may not occur when a voluntary or mandatory ‘no burn day’ or an ‘ozone action alert day’ is in effect for the area.

· If you are burning on private land or non-federal public land, you may need a fire control permit in addition to this air quality permit.  Ask the local fire department or other fire control authority.  APCD’s permits are for air quality only and it does not review the adequacy of a project’s plan for fire control.
· This permit is for compliance with state air pollution control requirements only and is not a permit to violate any existing local laws, rules, regulations, or ordinances regarding fire, zoning, or building.  Permittees also shall ensure that their actions comply with all procedural and substantive requirements contained in state and local air pollution control regulations.
