Vaccine Preventable Diseases in the United States
Hepatitis B
· 2005-U.S.-about 51,000 became infected with hepatitis B

· U.S.-about 1.25 million people have chronic HBV infection

Seasonal Influenza

· On average, 226,000 people are hospitalized every year because of influenza and 36,000 die-mostly older adults

Measles, Mumps, Rubella

· Increase in measles cases in U.S. during 2008 related to travelers (140 cases reported, annual average 63)

· 2008: 8 mumps cases in Colorado
· In past 10 years (1999-2008), 3 rubella cases in Colorado

· All 3 rubella cases had traveled outside of Colorado during their exposure period

Varicella

· U.S.-before vaccine, about 11,000 people were hospitalized for varicella each year

Tetanus, Diphtheria, Pertussis

· During past 10 years (1999-2008), 5 tetanus cases were reported in Colorado

· Diphtheria continues to occur in many parts of the world, but is rare in the United States

· During 2005, highest number of pertussis cases (1383) since 1948 were reported in Colorado

Zoster (Shingles)

· At least 1 million people a year in U.S get shingles
