Brief History of CCTF

v CCTF has been around since 1989

1 CTF idea has been around longer, since Ray Helfer
t hought of the 1 dea 1 n the
Minnesota were the first CTFs)

} Every state and Puerto Rico has language in their
statutes that allows for a CTF

1 However, only thirty -seven states or so have an
active CTF

1 Each CTF looks a bit different, with different funding
sources and funded programs (home visitation,
parent education, public awareness, etc.)

+ The mission of all CTFs is the same, however: the
primary prevention of child maltreatment

CCTF - Funding Structures

1} The Colorado Chil drends Tr |
from two main sources: CBCAP (Federal child abuse
prevention funds) and the Divorce Docket Fee

1 The CCTF only uses 75% of the Divorce Docket fee for
actual expenses othe remainder is used to build the
actual trust fund

1 The interest from the trust fund Is also used to
supplement funding amounts

} Current balance of the trust fund is approx. $750,000

1 Over the years, the CCTF has funded over 500
grantees who have served an estimated 50,000
clients with their child abuse prevention services




CCTF - Governance Structures

y The CCTF Board of Directors consists of nine
members

1 They meet four times a year and determine the
direction of the CCTF based on current research,
Colorado-specific data and trends in CAN
prevention

} They also make the final determination of which
applications will be funded, considering the input
from the review committee

1 The CCTF is also overseen by the Colorado Board
of Health

CCTF Grantee Requirements

1 As stewards of the stateos
CCTF needs to make sure that the funds are being

spent for materials and services within the scope of
work

} To ensure this, the CCTF employs site visits and
reporting

} Site visits are conducted for newly -funded grantees,
those that request a site visit and others that may be
having difficulty in providing their program

1 Reports are due at the middle and end of the funding
year (end of January and July)

} The site visit and report forms are based on the
Uniform Minimum Standards (the RFA was based on

Strengthening Families

1 Strengthening Families Is not a curriculum, per se
dit is a framework to be applied to the
Implementation of existing curricula

1 It Is based on years of research by the Center for
the Study of Social Policy about best practices in
engaging parents to prevent child abuse

} Based on five protective factors for parents &
children

1 You are probably already doing most of what the
Strengthening Families framework indicates

—



Strengthening Families

1 The five protective factors:

1 Parental resilience : The ability to cope and bounce back
from all types of challenges

} Social connections: Friends, family members, neighbors,
and other members of a community who provide
emotional support and concrete assistance to parents

} Knowledge of parenting and child development : Accurate
Information about raising young children and appropriate
expectations for their behavior

1 Concrete support in times of need : Financial security to
cover day-to-day expenses and unexpected costs that
come up from time to time, access to formal supports like
TANF and Medicaid, and informal support from social
networks

ability to interact positively with others and communicate
or her emotions effectively
