School Sealant Program Grant Application 
 
Public Health Statement of Need: 
 

In recent decades in Colorado and, more broadly the United States, substantial 

improvements have been made in reducing dental caries (tooth decay or cavities).  Tooth decay 

is a bacterial infection that if left untreated can cause abscesses and tooth loss, low self-esteem 

and weight issues in children. Nonetheless, despite continuing advances in highly effective 

measures of primary prevention, tooth decay remains the most common childhood disease.  

Tooth decay can result in considerable disease burden, particularly among children and 

adolescents from low-income families, who are almost twice as likely to have untreated tooth 

decay as other children 1.  Oral pain and acute infection causes an estimated 7.8 million hours of 

school to be lost each year in Colorado alone according to the Impact of Oral Disease on the 

Health of Coloradans2 document.  

In 2003 the United States Surgeon General released the first ever report on the oral health 

status of Americans.  The report stated in part, “…there are profound and consequential 

disparities in the oral health of our citizens.  Indeed, what amounts to a ‘silent epidemic’ of 

dental and oral diseases is affecting some population groups.1” In the United States, 80% of 

children’s decayed, missing, or filled permanent teeth are found in 25% of children 5-17 years of 

age who have at least one permanent tooth.,3. Ninety percent of the tooth decay is found in pits 

and fissures, and molar teeth are often the first and most frequent permanent teeth in a child's 

mouth to become decayed. 

 
Evidence-based interventions: 
 

Effective measures exist that can prevent the lifetime of suffering from the chronic dental 

infection, tooth decay. Fluoride use has been credited with much of the decline in tooth decay 

over the past four decades, but has limited effectiveness on the chewing surfaces (pits and 

fissures) of teeth. Thorough brushing and flossing help remove food particles and plaque from 

smooth surfaces of teeth, but toothbrush bristles are too large and cannot reach all the way into 

the depressions and grooves on the chewing surfaces of teeth to extract food and plaque.  Dental 

sealants are a plastic resin that bonds mechanically into the depressions and grooves (pits and 

fissures) of the chewing surfaces. Sealants protect these vulnerable areas by "sealing out" plaque 

and food and act as a physical barrier, protecting enamel from acids that cause tooth decay. 
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Research has shown that dental sealants, when retained intact, are nearly 100% effective in 

preventing tooth decay in permanent molar teeth, especially when used in combination with 

other preventive measures such as fluoride, and regular brushing.    

Yet even this effective intervention is unequally available across the population. Children 

of racial and ethnic minority groups, who also have about three times more untreated tooth decay 

and missing teeth due to tooth decay, are about one-third as likely to receive sealants. According 

to Oral Health in America: A Report of the Surgeon General, 2000, children who receive dental 

sealants as part of a school-based or school-linked program have 60% fewer newly decayed pit 

and fissure surfaces in back teeth for at least 2 to 5 years after a single application.  

 

Description of Program: 

As part of a broader goal to reduce the burden of oral diseases in Coloradans, the 

Colorado Department of Public Health & Environment’s Oral Health Unit is supporting two 

evidence-based primary prevention interventions; fluoridation and school sealant programs.  

Be Smart & Seal Them! is a school dental sealant project designed to provide sealants to 

children at the greatest risk of developing caries, but are otherwise unlikely to receive them. A 

key aspect to the success of school sealant programs is the targeting to those individuals at 

greatest risk, and due to various factors that influence a molar tooth's susceptibility to tooth 

decay, there is a narrow "window of opportunity" when sealants provide the greatest protection 

from tooth decay. The teeth must be fully erupted into the mouth, yet not yet succumbed to 

infection. The project specifically targets low-income second grade children to capitalize on this 

"window of opportunity".  

The Be Smart and Seal Them! Project contracts with local providers, school districts, 

health departments etc. to ensure that Colorado second graders at greatest risk for tooth decay are 

afforded the opportunity to receive dental sealants at no cost to their family.  

 

Two models of school sealant delivery are supported through Be Smart and Seal Them!: 

School-Based dental sealant programs are conducted completely within the school 

setting. Volunteer or paid dentists, hygienists and/or assistants and students use portable dental 

equipment or a fixed facility within the school to conduct the entire program. The school is given 

the opportunity to be involved in all aspects of the program and can monitor the process to the 

extent they wish. 
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School-Linked dental sealant programs are connected with the schools in some way, but 

deliver the sealant placement services at a site other than the school. It may be done in a clinic, 

mobile unit or dental office. School-linked programs deliver the same services of screening, 

education, sealants and follow-up, but are more removed from the school building. 

 
School Selection: 

 
Annually the Oral Health Unit selects qualifying schools based on criteria approved by the 

Centers for Disease Control (CDC), the Association of State and Territorial Dental Directors and 

the Health Resources and Services Administration’s Maternal and Child Health Bureau 

(Appendix A Selection Criteria). General selection criteria includes all urban schools that have a 

student population of 50% or more qualifying for free and reduced lunch or a rural school district 

that has a median income at or below 235 percent of the federal poverty line for the entire 

district. School free and reduced lunch data is obtained annually from the Colorado Department 

of Education (accessed July 10, 2009, http://www.cde.state.co.us/index_stats.htm ). 

 

Scope of the project: 

School sealant programs provide, 

 A dental screening to evaluate the dental needs and assess the tooth for the 

appropriateness of sealant placement 

 Placement of dental sealants on permanent first and second molars 

 Referral into dental care for dental examination, restorative and other treatment needs 

that are outside of the scope of a dental sealant program 

 Oral hygiene instruction 

 Annual re-assessment for sealant retention and re-application if it is determined the 

sealant has been lost or is no longer sound.  

 
Evaluation and reporting: 
 

In an on-going effort to improve school sealant programs, and to remain accountable to 

those agencies that support this project the Oral Health Unit requires quarterly reporting of 

standardized indicators of program activity through Sealant Accountability and Efficiency for 

Locals and States (SEALS) software.   
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Funding Limitations: 

There are limited funds available from the Colorado Department of Public Health & 

Environment Oral Health Unit to fund a school sealant programs. The funds are available 

through a contract process and can be used for the following activities: 

 As planning funds to hire staff to conduct the planning and the program implementation, 

 To pay an existing staff member to coordinate and implement the program including, 

dentists/hygienists hourly rates for providing actual services (not per sealant placed), data 

entry staff, and dental assisting staff, 

 To help pay for provider and patient transportation to and from school sites 

 For evaluation of the program and data entry, 

 For training and technical assistance, including travel to approved meetings, and 

 To offset costs of “Covered Entity” liability coverage. 

 

 

The Oral Health Unit funds cannot pay for disposable supplies or paper supplies. These items 

will need to be in-kind from volunteer sources, a private practice, by donation to the program, or 

through another grant process such as Seal America. This includes the actual sealant material, 

disposable materials, equipment or other useable services and goods. These funds cannot pay for 

placement of sealants on second molars or the application of fluoride varnish, however, the data 

entry into SEALS to track this information for a program can be supported by this funding. 

 

Awards: 

The average amount awarded will range from $8,000 to $12,000 per year and will be 

based on the Review and Selection Criteria listed in the next section, and contract compliance 

and evaluation of quarterly reports from SEALS. Please contact the Oral Health Unit if you 

anticipate a request for greater than the average award.

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Appendix C 
 
Assessment Criteria 

It is important to define the criteria used to assess teeth and to make sure that all the 

dentists/Hygienists are adhering to the criteria. 

 Various assessment criteria exist. Table 1 outlines guidelines for dental sealant placement for teeth 

that are sufficiently erupted to apply a sealant. 

Table 1. Criteria to Identify Teeth That Are Eligible for Placement of Dental Sealants 3 

Tooth Status Indications for Sealants 

Caries-free teeth Seal 

Questionable teeth Seal 

Teeth with enamel caries Seal 

Teeth with dentinal caries Do not seal; refer for treatment 

Fully erupted molars can be sealed. Partially erupted molars can also be sealed if the surfaces can be 

isolated and kept dry during application. Buccal and lingual surfaces with deep pits and grooves can be 

sealed as well. 

Approved Method for Placing Sealants: 

A school sealant program targets second-grade children when their first permanent molars are erupting.  

This eliminates the need for radiographs, as most molars will not have interproximal contacts yet. The 

accepted protocol for this program also does not support the use of sharp explorers in the dental 

screening process (so as not to perforate the dentinal-enamel junction), nor the use of enamelplasty, as 

outlined in the Proceedings of a Workshop on Guidelines for Sealant Use.   Teeth may be air-dried and 

food debris removed with a dry toothbrush to assess which first permanent molars to seal. Prophylaxis 

treatment will not be a covered service.  It is also recommended to use a non-filled sealant material to 

avoid the need for occlusal reduction later. 3 

The following technique is from Seal America: The Prevention Invention:   

Technique varies depending upon the type of isolation used. Cotton rolls with and without cotton roll 

holders and dry angles are usually used. While cotton roll holders may seem cumbersome at first, most 

dental hygienists and assistants become accustomed to using them and eventually find that they make it 
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easier to maintain a dry environment. Cotton roll holders are particularly important when sealing a half 

mouth at a time. Most teams who do not use cotton roll holders seal a quadrant at a time. 

Before dental sealants are applied, be sure to read the manufacturer’s instructions carefully, since 

different brands of sealants may require slightly different application techniques. The basic procedure 

for applying sealants is as follows: 

Step 1. Thoroughly clean teeth to be sealed 

Step 2. Isolate the teeth 

Step 3. Etch tooth surface 

Step 4. Rinse and dry 

Step 5. Place sealants 

Step 6. Polymerize sealants 

Step 7. Inspect sealants 

Step 1. Thoroughly Clean Teeth to Be Sealed 

Sealant programs have achieved satisfactory retention rates using a dry toothbrush to remove any debris 

that may remain on the teeth after the student has brushed. The teeth are thoroughly rinsed before they 

are isolated. 

Step 2. Isolate the Teeth 

Effective saliva control can be achieved by positioning the student so that the teeth to be sealed are 

visible and accessible. The student’s head can be tilted so that saliva pools on the opposite side of the 

mouth from the side with teeth being sealed. A high-volume evacuator should be used. Cotton rolls or 

cotton roll holders and dry angles should be positioned as desired. Dry angles are most effective if 

placed over the parotid duct opening. Some teams like to place a dry angle between the cotton roll 

holder and the lingual surface of the mandibular teeth to create an additional barrier for the tongue. Once 

the cotton rolls are in place, the teeth should be thoroughly dried. 

Step 3. Etch Tooth Surface 

The cleaned and dried tooth surfaces are etched with phosphoric acid for at least 20 seconds. A small 

cotton pellet, mini-sponge, or brush can be used to apply the etchant. Etchants are available in liquid and 

gel form. The type used is a matter of personal preference. Acid should be placed widely over the 

enamel surface so there is no chance that the sealant margin is placed on un-etched enamel. The most 
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common error is to limit the acid to the pits and fissures. If the acid inadvertently comes in contact with 

soft tissue, it needs to be rinsed immediately and thoroughly. 

Step 4. Rinse and Dry 

After 20 seconds, the etchant is thoroughly rinsed off the teeth. It is critical that saliva not come into 

contact with the prepared tooth surfaces during this step. Excess moisture is removed with the high-

speed evacuator. Sometimes dry cotton rolls or dry angles are placed over the moist ones to maintain a 

dry field. When dry, a properly etched surface will have a dull matte or frosty appearance, in contrast to 

the glossy appearance of un-etched enamel. Should salivary contamination occur after this point, the 

surface must be washed, dried, re-etched for 10 seconds, and washed and dried again before the next 

sealant-application step. 

Step 5. Place Sealants 

Since the application step will vary according to the product selected, the dental hygienist should follow 

the manufacturer’s instructions. When a self-cured material is used, the liquid catalyst and base are 

mixed in a 1:1 ratio. The student’s head should be positioned so that the occlusal plane is parallel to the 

floor so the sealant does not flow distally before it cures, leaving the mesial pits underfilled. Using the 

applicator provided by the manufacturer, the mixed sealant is flowed over the etched, dried surface. The 

sealant should be placed into the fissured surface, flowing from one end of the fissure carefully through 

the fissure complex to avoid air bubbles, and covering only the fissures and a small area of the fissure 

walls. If more than one tooth in a quadrant is being sealed, the most posterior tooth should be treated 

first, since maintaining dryness is more difficult in the back of the mouth. 

Step 6. Polymerize Sealants 

If using light-cured sealants, it is important that the curing light is set at the correct intensity and that the 

manufacturer’s instructions on the length of time the sealant should be exposed to the curing light are 

followed. With autopolymerized sealants, sufficient time must be allowed so that the depth of the 

polymerization reaches the tooth surface under the sealant. 

Step 7. Inspect Sealants 

Isolation of the teeth should be maintained until the dental sealants are checked visually and with an 

explorer to make sure coverage of the pits or fissures is complete. If there is a surface air bubble, more 

sealant can be applied if the tooth has remained uncontaminated. Otherwise, the tooth must be re-etched 
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for 10 seconds, washed, and dried before adding sealant material. A thin surface film of sealant will 

remain unpolymerized because of contact with air. This film has an unpleasant taste and should be 

wiped off with a wet cotton roll. The isolation materials can then be removed, and the student may be 

allowed to rinse. The students should be told that the sealants may feel “high” but that the student’s own 

teeth will wear it down during the next few days. 

If bonding agents are used, an additional step needs to be added between steps 5 and 6 in the sealant 

placement process. Once the tooth surface has been etched and thoroughly dried, the bonding agent 

should be placed on the tooth, and the agent should be air thinned before the sealant is applied. This 

steps helps the sealant material flow into the deep fissures, helps bonding in areas of inadvertent 

moisture contamination, and improves sealant retention.2 

The tooth is then inspected at a retention check to make sure the sealant is retained on the tooth surface, 
usually the following school year. Retention must be at 87% or better. 
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
